Unfortunately, this year has been extremely dry. If your child needs lotion or chap stick at school, we are not able to provide it from 

the school. They are able to bring their own lotion and chap stick from home and keep it in their bag or cubby. Please label each 

item with their name.  We simply may not provide it just in case a child has an allergic reaction to it. Your child  may also opt out of 

germ-gel use and wash with soap and water if your childõs skin is super dry. Simply let your childõs teacher know if you would rather 

they wash.  If you child suffers from eczema, please treat it every night before they go to bed. This allows the skin to  heal and repair 

over night.
